RENTING A CAR

When renting a car ask for information
regarding traffic regulations.
Remember, local traffic wardens are
always on the alert. In Malta driving
is on the left. Look right before crossing
and make use of pedestrian crossings.
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DRIVING SPEED

Driving speed on highways is 80
km/hr—(50 mph). In urban areas it
is 50 km/hr-(30 mph).

DRUGS

The use of unauthorised drugs is
strictly prohibited. Maltese law is very
strict on this and Punlshment for
offenders consists of heavy fines and
prison sentences.

EXPOSURE TO THE SUN

Do not over expose yourself to the =

sun. UV rays are harmful for your
health and the use of a protective
sunblock is highly recommended.

BEACHWEAR

Beachwear is for the beaches. Bathing
suits and skimpy clothing in roads

and public places are disrespectful Jiff

to the community.

OUR BEACHES

Our beaches are safe and clean.
However occasionally there may be
notices which indicate that the water
is unsuitable for bathing. Unsafe
weather conditions are indicated by
a red flag.
