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ROUTE BUSES

This service is run by the ATP - Association for Public
Transport which is a public transport service network
to all parts of Malta. Service is provided until late evening
by public buses which are Identified by their bright
yellow colour. The destinations are Indicated on the
same buses by different destination numbers. It takes
about 45 minutes to travel from Mellieha to Valletta;
the capital city of Malta, and vice versa. The route
number is 45.

From Valletta there are other bus services to all parts
of Malta and from Mellieha there are other routes which
go to other towns and villages. Further information
and schedules can be obtained from the ATP offices
or the Mellieha Local Council.

Payment of bus fares is done on boarding . It is
recommended that passengers keep the tickets as bus
inspectors carry out regular inspections. Keeping some
coins to pay bus fares will help to avoid unnecessary
delays.

On a trip from Mellieha to Valletta, and vice versa, starting
at Cirkewwa the bus passes through this route:

Ghadira Bay,Mellieha center, Xemxija, St.Paul's Bay,
Burmarrad, Mosta, Lija, Balzan, Birkirkara, Msida, Pieta,
Floriana, Valletta.

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Travelling to Gozo By Sea

The Gozo Channel Company Limited provides a
regular ferry service .The service starts at Mgarr Harbour,
Gozo, which is about 2.7 miles away from the terminal
at Cirkewwa, (Mellieha), Malta. The modern ferries offer
a very comfortable crossing. Viewing the coastline from
aboard is a pleasant experience. The crossing to our
sister island takes only about 25 minutes. It is almost
a non stop service. It starts at 05.00 from Gozo and
stops at 00.30 during Winter. In Summer the ferries
operate round the clock with trips every 45 minutes
from early morning till late into the night with a further
5 trips between 00.30 and 06.00. The bus from Mellieha
to Cirkewwa is No, 45.

The fares for passengers and vehicles are paid at the
Cirkewwa terminal,

Transport to Comino:

Very close to Gozo there is Comino, a small almost
uninhabited islet which is also popular. There are various
private services for the ferrying of passengers. These
services are available from Ghadira Bay , from Marfa
and from the Cirkewwa ferry terminal.

By Air - Helicopter Service

This is the fastest way to cross from Malta to Gozo or
vice versa. It is only a 15-minute flight from Xewkija
Heliport (Gozo) to Malta International Airport, Gudja
(Malta).

A scheduled Helicopter service; Gozo-Malta-Gozo is
operated daily by Helisureste Helicopter Service. All
year round the first flight from Gozo to Malta is at
05.45. The last flight from Malta to Gozo is at 02.00
during the summer months (May to October). During
the day it is nearly a non stop service.

These flights, apart from taking the least time, offer
the best opportunity to enjoy the scenery of the Maltese
islands particurlarly the Grand Harbour and Comino
Channels while travelling in comfort to reach your
destination after a few minutes.
