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ST. PAUL'S ISLANDS

Lying on the promontory between Mellieha Bay and
St. Paul's Bay, one finds St. Paul's Islands. On the
inner island there is a statue of St. Paul, built there
to commemorate St. Paul's shipwreck which is amply
described in the Acts of the Apostles. This is a
historical and a religious site for the Maltese who
attribute to it the birth of the Christian faith in Malta.
To reach these islands private arrangements have to
be sought.

NATURE RESERVE

At Mellieha one finds the Ghadira Nature Reserve
which |s Malta's largest managed wetland area.
Situated just off Mellieha Bay it covers an area of 6
hectares. Several indigenous trees and shrubs have
been planted in the area. This unigue saline
marshland hosts several species of birds which are
either migrating, wintering, or breeding -depending
on time of year.

Birds can be observed at close quarters without
causing any disturbance, either from the visitors'
centre or from the bird -watching hide. The two
structures are connected by a nature trail along
which one can come across other animals such as
wild hares and chameleons.

The reserve is open for public visiting on Saturdays
and Sundays between November and May. During
weekdays visiting is reserved for school parties.
Visiting hours are:

Nov and Feb to May 10.30 to 16.30

Dec and Jan : 09.30 to 15.30
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Guided tours are possible during visits.

THE SANCTUARY MUSEUM

Adjoining the Sanctuary of Our Lady of Mellieha there
is a natural rock hewn cave housing a museum whose
entrance is through the Sanctuary itself. In this
museum one finds several precious and antique art
objects related to the present and past history of

the Sanctuary. A very special section is dedicated to
the visit of Pope John Paul Il in May 1990.

WESTREME BATTERY

This edifice lies at the inner part of Mellieha Bay.
The Knights of St. John built this battery to guard
these shores from foregn invaders, who used to
attack Mellieha after landing at Mellieha Bay. Westreme
Battery and the land bordered by Marfa Road, Dawret
it-Tunnara and Tunnara Quay, were devolved to the
Melliena Local Council by the Central Government.
The Local Council has assigned the management of
the restored building to the Art Club 2000, who
assumed responsibility to convert and run the edifice
as a museum of the Mellieha Tuna Fishing Industry.
