The pastoral work of the Parish is supported and
shared by various religious societies, prayer groups,
extraordinary ministers of the Eucharist, Parish
commissions, cathecism teaching centres and other
individuals. The members of these voluntary groups
are dedicated to different activities for the benefit
of all parishioners. There is also a mobile library
which serves all parishioners every week free of
charge. There are also two Religious Congregations.
The female congregation is that of the Daughters of
the Sacred Heart currently situated in the center of
Mellieha. Apart from their conventual life they are
very active in parish activities. This congregation has
adapted the convent to cater for more specialized
pastoral work among the various categories of the
community. Their large building is well equipped
and is ideal for conferences, seminars, retreats and
other activities. The other is a community of brothers
of the order of StJohn Baptist de La Salle (De la Salle
Brothers). They have their home at Santa Maria Estate
where meetings and retreats are organised regularly.

Other active religious groups are: Catholic Action
Legion of Mary, Christian Doctrine Society, Christian
Family Groups and Prayer and Charismatic Groups.
The Parish has a well organized and large Parish
Centre equipped with all the necessary amenities
for religious teaching and for courses for all categories
of the community. It also serves as a centre for
formation and where families and groups meet
socially.
